
  
 
 

GENERAL ORDER NO.5                       December, 2007 
 
Must be read by the Auxiliary Secretary at the first meeting following receipt before being filed for 
reference. 
 
1. SEC 110 – MEMBERS IN GOOD STANDING:  The calendar year for the Auxiliary is from January 1 to 
December 31.  A member who has not paid her dues to December 31 is in good standing. She ceases to be in good 
standing on January 1 immediately following the year which her dues have not been paid. She shall not again be in 
good standing until her dues have been paid for the current year.   

This is the time of year when our thoughts turn to shopping, cooking and making plans for the Holidays. 
However, no matter how busy we are, we must set aside time to consider membership in our Auxiliaries. Now is the 
time to check our membership standing because, as of December 31, 2007, your non-renewed members' dues have 
lapsed they may not attend Auxiliary meetings or hold office nor receive a cancer grant if otherwise eligible until 
her dues are current beginning January 1, 2008. Any Auxiliary member not holding a 2008 card may not remain in 
a meeting, unless the member provided payment of dues to the Auxiliary Treasurer beforehand!   At the opening of 
an Auxiliary meeting, the President orders the Conductress to "satisfy herself that all present are entitled to remain." 
The Conductress does this by checking for current membership cards. Without a current card, a member is required 
to remain standing until the Treasurer can "vouch" that the member now "is in good standing" (paid her 2008 dues). 
 
2. ATTENTION ALL MEMBERS: It is an honor to announce that membership for the Department as of 
November, 2007 was 70%. Your efforts to retain, recruit and reinstate is working.  As a Team Player when 
presented with a challenge, Auxiliary members adapt to the situation. You work with others finding and utilizing 
their strengths, and do what it takes to achieve the goals of our organization.  To each of you it is not about 
individual success; it’s about winning as a team.    The Department did send out Dues Reminders in October 2007 
and we need the help of all of our members from Virginia, working together as a winning team to achieve our goal 
of 100% in membership.  Please take the time today to check with your treasurer to see if YOU can help your 
Auxiliary to achieve the 100% goal by sending out the second notice to your members who has not paid 2007 or 
even 2006 dues.   
 
3.    ATTENTION AUXILIARY TREASURERS:   Please send dues to Department Treasurer, Deborah Martin, 
539 Westwood Drive, Ruckersville, VA 22968 as soon as you get them. That way your Auxiliary will not miss any 
banner requirements or membership awards.  Please make sure that you make a note to have your last transmittal 
for 2007 to Department Treasurer Debbie Martin, by 12-29-2007.        This will give our Department Treasurer 
ample time to make sure that National has our dues by 12-31-07.  As a “Tradition of Caring”, we can be 100% in 
Membership this year with the help of all of our Members. 
 
4. SEC. 810A-AUXILIARY PRESIDENTS:    The Auxiliary President shall appoint a committee of not less 
than five (5) members, including the Treasurer, to contact all members during the year for payment of dues.  They 
shall also contact those who have not paid dues for the preceding years.  This committee shall report on all contacts 
made and turn any money collected over to the Treasurer as soon as possible, but no later than the first meeting 
following collection.   

Did you appoint a committee of at least five (5) members and the Treasurer to collect dues for the Auxiliary? 
Encourage the committee to continue contacting members for payment of dues. Don't forget those members that did 
not renew last year and get them reinstated. Our membership in the Ladies Auxiliary is a very important way of 
supporting our Veterans.  We want to be 100% by December 31, 2007 and I know we can do it for we are over ½ 
way there.   



  
 
 

5. VAVS AND HOSPITAL REPRESENTATIVES: Are to account for all hospital funds they receive and 
expend. This means a Representative is to record her receipts and disbursements in books used for the purpose, such as 
books used by a Treasurer. In addition, her books must be submitted for audit at the same time the books of the 
Department Treasurer are audited. 

 
6.  PEARL HARBOR DAY: is December 7. Please plan in conjunction with your Post or alone, a program to 
honor all veterans who sacrificed so much so that we can enjoy the freedom that we have today. Remember also, to fly 
your flag at half-staff all day. Remember your cherished hero for he/she went above and beyond the call of duty. 

 
7. HOSPITAL AND VAVS PROGRAM: Our volunteers play an important role in the medical facilities and 
nursing homes. Even though our presence is needed every day of the year, we need to provide something special for 
our hospitalized veterans this holiday season. Many of our veterans are hospitalized far away from their homes and 
families; many need a smiling face and a pat on the back to make their day a little better. Now is the time for your 
Auxiliary to schedule and plan your parties at the hospitals and nursing homes for those men and women who have 
given so much to our country.

VFW/ PAC Frequently Asked Questions 
Q. Where should PAC donations be sent? 
A. VFW-PAC donations should be send to VFW/PAC office at the following address:  
VFW 200 Washington Ave. N. E. Washington, D.C.20002 
Q. May we hold several fund raisers and save money until the end of the year to send? 
A. The Federal Election Commission requires that all PAC funds must be “donations” and 
may not come from a nonprofit organization’s general fund. However, they do allow you to 
deposit money raised into your bank account, so that a check may be written for the 
donation. They do require such funds be mailed within 30 days of the fundraising event. 
Q. May we have donations send to our Department HQ first and then forward to the PAC 
office? 
A. If sending donation to the Department HQ will allow you to comply with the 30 day 
rule, and then it could be done. But remember that sending donations to State headquarters 
first, just adds extra step, and delays the funds. 
Q. Who gets credit for Pac pins purchased? 
 A. Again, either the State or the Auxiliaries can receive credit for purchasing the PAC pins, 
but both cannot claim credit for the same pin.

The student deadline to submit entries to the Ladies Auxiliary Patriotic Art/VOD Chairman is 
March 31, 2008. The first place winner from the Auxiliary (or District) must be received by the 
Department Chairman by April 15, 2008. (no exceptions). Brochures are available at 
www.ladiesauxvfw.org. 
 
Judges on all levels will be teachers, professionals and persons knowledgeable in art. 
 
Remember, the Patriotic Art contest does not have a theme. The contest is designed to inspire 
creativity in our youth. 
 
It always breaks my heart when I see a wonderful piece of artwork submitted for judging, only 
to have it be disqualified because the depiction of the flag does not follow the "Flag Code" 
(information can be found on page 37-38 of our National Program Book) or because the 
matting is the wrong color (white only) or because the picture is not within the size limitations 
(minimum 8" x 10", maximum 18" x 24").  
 
Please be sure that all teachers, scout leaders, parents, coaches, churches etc. receive a copy of 
the Patriotic Art brochure which has a complete listing of the rules for the contest. You can also 
download a copy of the brochure from our website under "Forms" then "Patriotic Art Student 
Entry Form". 
 
In prior General Orders I have said that I will have a drawing from among those auxiliaries 
who were reported in either VOD or Patriotic Art at the Winter Conference. (I must receive an 
acceptable report by 1/15/08 in order to include you in the drawing - donations to the Patriotic 
Art Escrow fund will count for reporting purposes, but not for award purposes).
